The Gospel's Gangplank of God’s Grace
Acts 1.8, (Jesus said) ...ye shall be witnesses unto Me...

You, like Noah,
will stand as God's
only redeeming
messenger of hope
before a person
who needs fo be .
told the message

of God's grace. You WITNMNESSING
will invite that person
to God's Ark (Christ) ...and to get him, or her, on board. Your withness,
your words and your testimony will be the gangplank of grace.

The gangplank will be built out of the material in your testimony, and
out of your witness of what the Word of God says concerning
salvation in Christ. [Outline about your testimony:] They won't get on
board if they don't know why they should be on board, and what wil
happen if they don't get on board. Nor will they want to be a part of the
ship's manifest if they do not know where the ship is going, or the
terms of how much it will cost. They will want to know what they need
to do with their "baggage” (sin). They will want to know if the terms for
boarding are available to their family and friends? [Include in your witness!]

Your witness will be their invitation to get on board. Your words ‘

and actions will make a gangplank of understanding of God's



Gospel of grace. You will need to explain that it is not "steps"
that they have to climb, but an escalator of faith that will carry
them safely to and through the "Door™ of the good ship, SS
SALVATION. The Captain has already paid their fare, and waits
with open arms to welcome them aboard.

Can God count on you to lead people on board? How strong

and stable is your gangplank? Will you introduce many people
to the Gospel of God's grace by the gangplank of your
testimony? Will the passages in God's Word, like "The Roman's Road"
(see back panel), be made known to those in your world? Do you

believe that those passages
will create passengers on the
good ship SS SALVATION?
How many will step on board
with Christ and meet the Captain
of their faith because you became
active in witnessing and
sharing your "plank" with them?
(Im sure that you got on board
because someone shared
their "gangplank” with you.)
